Pentair was founded in 1966 by 5 people interested  
in high altitude balloons. Now a global water solutions 
company, with Ashland roots dating back to 1870. 
A combination of Myers, Hydromatic and Aplex 
businesses, Ashland Pentair specializes in waste  
water pumps.

Even though hot air balloons appear lazily floating in the sky, 
sometimes they are actually competing in a race – maybe the 
slowest race ever! The balloons aren’t really racing; instead 
they are participating in a navigation contest – to determine 
which pilot can navigate their balloon to one or more locations. 

Targets are placed at those locations and pilots must throw 
baggies at targets while flying over. Targets can be a large “X” 
or other shapes placed in an open field.  Pilots are awarded 
points for where their baggie lands. Baggies are filled with 2.5 
ounces of sand with a streamer 66 inches long. 

Balloons can only go where the wind takes them; they can’t 
fly into or against the wind. Pilots must be able to gauge the 
speed and direction of the wind. Pilots use weather reports, 
maps, GPS, computer programs and other aids to help them 
plan a flight that intersects with the specified targets.
